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RECIPROCATING JURISDICTION REGULATIONS
Whereas the Commissioner, on the recommendation of the Minister, is satisfied that laws are or will be in effect
in certain jurisdictions for the reciprocal enforcement of support orders made in Nunavut on a basis substantially

similar to the Interjurisdictional Support Orders Act;

The Commissioner, on the recommendation of the Minister, under section 43 of the Interjurisdictional Support
Orders Act and every enabling power, makes the Reciprocating Jurisdiction Regulations.

1. The jurisdictions listed in the Schedule are declared to be reciprocating jurisdictions for the purposes of the
Interjurisdictional Support Orders Act.

2. The Reciprocating States Designation Regulations, R.R.N.W.T. 1990, ¢.M-3, as duplicated and amended
for Nunavut, are repealed.
